This book is so amazing, showing pictures of places you never new existed. The photos are
gorgeous, and each has a sentence or two explaining what you are seeing. For example, an
expanse of white gravel with red piles on it like flowers turns out to be red peppers drying in the sun
in China. The introductory text is very interesting also, describing what the photographer and his
team went through to get the photos. | have always been interested in dry places and have a

number of picture books of deserts, but this is worth all of them put together.

This is a gorgeous coffee table book with high quality printing and beautiful, vivid color. It is heavy
so not for reading in bed, but to just hold on your lap while sitting on the couch. | bought this for my
mother-in-law, who loves wide, open vistas.
