She saves Gil's life from Russian mobsters who are about to

slice and dice his private parts, and after Gil sleeps with her he gets a pang of conscience, not for

his wife. No. It seems that Gil just can't bring himself to kill this billionaire bad actor now that he's

slept with "his woman." So, Gil and the billionaire's woman go to China to jump off some mountain in

their wing suits.Meanwhile, in Mexico city American officials en route to a meeting in a motorcade of

SUVs are cut down by a "Ghost Sniper" - for whom the novel is named. The ghost sniper is an

interesting, albeit sad sort of character.
