was, that is the one MAJOR drawback......... the fact that Jon Cryer expends almost NO effort at all
giving his readers any significant background or depth on these two, very notable projects of his
("TAAHM" and "Pretty In Pink").For instance, regarding "Pretty In Pink", we learn that he got along
very well with the film’s director (Howard Deutch), his co-stars James Spader and Harry Dean
Stanton, but, surprisingly, did NOT have a great relationship with either Molly Ringwald, or Andrew
McCarthy.
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
